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Animal health requirementsfor theriding horseto be exported to Japan
from Austria for the performance of horsemanship

The animal health requirements for the riding horse to be exported to Japan from the Republic of Austria
for the purpose of participating in the performance of horsemanship to be held in Japan and to be reshipped

immediately after the performance (hereinafter referred to as "the riding horse") are applied as follows:

1. TheRepublic of Austriashall be free from Vesicular stomatitis, African horse sickness, Equine

encephalomyelitis, Horse pox, Glanders, Epizootic lymphangitis and Dourine.

2. During 60 daysimmediately prior to shipment for Japan, the riding horse shall have been stabled on the
premises which have no evidence of Coital exanthema, Equine infectious anemia, Equine influenza,
Equine vira arteritis, Strangles, Equine rhinopneumonitis, Equine paratyphoid, Contagious equine
metritis and Equine piroplasmosis, and aso shall have had no clinical evidence of such diseases.

3. Theriding horse shall be examined to the following diseases within 30 days immediately prior to

shipment for Japan with negative results.
(1) Equine infectious anemia (Agar gel-immunodiffusion test)
(2) Equine viral arteritis (Neutralization test in the presence of complement 1:4 negative)

(3) Equine piroplasmosis (Microscopic examination of blood smear samples and, complement fixation

test or indirect fluorescent antibody test)

4. Theriding horse shall have been vaccinated against Equine influenzatwice at 4 or 6 weeks intervals(or

once under condition of booster) within 1 year immediately prior to shipment for Japan.

5. All containers, land vechicles and loading place of the riding horse on a ship or aircraft which are used
for conveyance of the riding horse shall have been beforehand cleaned and disinfected with such

disinfectants as approved by the government authorities of the Republic of Austria.

6. Any animals (equine and cloven-hoofed animals), other than the riding horse participating in the
performance of horsemanship, shall not be loaded together on a ship or an aircraft used for the
transportation of the riding horse, with the exception of the animals to be exported to Japan that have met

the conditions equivalent with or more stringent than the said requirements.

7. No additional feed and/or bedding shall be procured at any ports of intermediate call during the
transportation of the riding horse to Japan.



8. The government authorities of the Republic of Austria shall issue the certificate stating each item in
detail in English.

(1) Item 1, 2 and 5.
(2) Date, methods and results of examination for each disease listed in item 3.

(3) Kind (including a name of the strain), inoculation dates and manufacturer's name and lot number of
the Equine influenza vaccine.

(4) Kinds, inoculation dates and vaccine manufacturer's name of the vaccines, in case vaccines other than
Equine influenza vaccine were applied to the riding horse.

(5) Name and address of stabling premises of the riding horse.
(6) Tattoo number, other description for identification of the riding horse.
9. Aside from the items above-mentioned of the said animal health requirements, in case that any

infectious disease is detected during the quarantine period in Japan, the said riding horse could be
returned or slaughtered by the animal quarantine station in Japan.
